Tips and Tricks 
Delores Simpson 

 
 An easy way to make a hanging sleeve for a smaller sized wall quilt. Measure the quilt hori-
zontally and divide that number by three. (Example: 12ò wide divided by 3 = 4ò).  Cut 4 4ò squares 
of fabric and then fold each square in half diagonally. Place a folded triangle in each corner of the 
quilt on the back side, raw edges even. Baste 1/8ò from the raw edges, which will be covered by the 
binding. After binding has been applied, slip a small dowel into the corner ñpocketsò both top and 
bottom. Hang from top dowel while the bottom dowel keeps the quilt hanging flat. I have also used 
these hanging sleeves as little quilt labels, with info printed on them before attaching to the quilt 
back.

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ALZHEIMERôS  FIDGET LAP QUILTS

 As you have all noticed, we are trying to get interest in making Fidget ñQuiltsò amongst guild 
members.  They can be intimidating when you donôt know what they are.  They are more like mats, 
around the size of a large place mat, or fat quarter, laid on the table or lap of a loved one who has mild 
to moderate Alzheimerôs disease.  Typically, one with the disease will engage in picking at him or her-
self, scratching or other negative behaviors.  These mats keep them occupied with colors, textures and 
minor tasks like zipping zippers, pulling at Velcro, tying or untying, squeezing and feeling.  

   I was told a story about a man who was found wandering outdoors and the only thing he had 
with him was his fidget mat, so you can see how important they can be, especially if identifying infor-
mation is on them. 

   If youôve ever been curious or intimidated by where to begin a fidget, come to our new cottage 
groupôs meeting at Hobby Lobby in the classroom in back for ideas.  Save your scraps for this pro-
ject.  It needs to be washable, all objects attached firmly, and any type of fabric will do.  Iôve used 
fleece, dollar store shoe laces and plastic toys, tulle, velvet, corduroy, old clothes, etc.  Iôll have samples 
at the meetings, so come along!  There arenôt many tables or outlets, but we can expand if need-
ed.  Bring a pillow as the chairs are not very comfortable.  We will meet the second Monday of each 
month, except for holidays when the store is closed.  Canôt wait to see you there!

 As promised in the last newsletter, I purchased a number of new books to start 
out 2020 with a bang. 
 
 Have you ever purchased those beautiful, color gradated fabrics and not known 
how to use them?  Jennifer Sampou has written Ombre Quilts to address that problem. 
A new addition to our collection of baby quilt books is Animal Parade.  The book uses 
really basic patchwork and then incorporates wonderful applique animals.  I liked every 
one of the quilts in this book, a real rarity. 
  
 Stash Lab: Simple Solutions for Scrap Quilts by Tonya Alexander, uses both 
small and larger scraps.  I found one pattern that will definitely become a Kidz quilts as 
I can use two inch strips left over from t-shirt quilt sashings. 
 
 Modern Machine Quilting is by Catherine Redford, our February speaker.  This 
book is mostly about technique as opposed to patterns, and has very good photos illus-
trating the various steps involved in completing your quilt top.   
 
 If you still have more scraps after reading Stash Lab, check out Classic to Con-
temporary String Quilts.  You will recognize several of the patchwork patterns but they 
look different when they use string pieced units instead of a single fabric. 
 
 Art Quilts Unfolding explores the evolution of art quilts.  Also by Sandra Sider, 
Exploring Your Artistic Voice, reads like an extended essay.  So once you have been 
inspired by the work in Art Quilts Unfolding, you may be inspired to express your own 
artistic ideas and follow her suggestions in Exploringé 
 
 The last book is on order, has not yet been released: Modern Quilt Bible: 100 
Techniques.  I should have this one by our February meeting.
